WHEREAS, since this is a multi-county Circuit Administrative Order, blanks are
included in the form attached hereto for insertion of information specific to the county in
which the case is filed.

NOW, THEREFORE, pursuant to the authority vested in me as Chief Judge of the
Nineteenth Judicial Circuit of Florida under Rule 2.050 of the Florida Rules of Judicial
Administration, it is hereby ordered and directed that Final Judgments of Mortgage
Foreclosure shall be submitted in the form attached hereto Exhibit "A" unless otherwise
directed by the Judge to whom the matter has been assigned. (Costs allowed by paragraph 6
incurred after entry of Final Judgment includeinterest,publicationcosts and Clerk's fees, but
do not include items such as appraisal fees, broker's opinions, inspection fees, Court Call
charges, taxes or insurance unless ordered prior to sale date.)

This Order shall take effect immediately upon execution and shall remain in effect
until further order of the court.

4. Plaintiff, whose address is ,holds a lien for the
grand total sum specified in Paragraph 2 herein. The lien of the plaintiff is superior in dignityto any
right, title, interest or claim of the defendants and all persons, corporations,or other entitiesclaiming
by, through, or under the defendants or any ofthem and the property will be sold free and clear of all
claims of the defendants, with the exception of anyassessments that are superior pursuant to Florida
Statutes, Section 718.116.

5. If the grand total amount with interest at the rate described in Paragraph 3 and all costs
accrued subsequent to this judgment are not paid, the Clerk of the Court shall sell the subject

, after having first given notice as required by
Section 45.031, Florida Statutes. The Clerk shall not conduct the sale in the absence ofthe plaintiff
or its representative.

6. Plaintiff shall advance all subsequent costs of this action and shallbe reimbursedfor them by
the Clerk if plaintiff is not the purchaser of the property for sale. If plaintiff is the purchaser, the
Clerk shall credit plaintiff s bid with the total sum with interest and costs accruingsubsequentto this
judgment, or such part of it, as is necessary to pay the bid in full. The Clerk shall receive the service
charge imposed in Section 45.031, Florida Statutes, for services in making, recording,and certifying
the sale and title that shall be assessed as costs.

7. On filing ofthe Certificate of Sale, defendant's right of redemption as proscribed by Florida
Statutes, Section 45.0315 shall be terminated.

8. On filing the Certificate of Title, the Clerk shall distribute the proceeds of the sale, so far as
they are sufficient, by paying: first, all ofthe plaintiffs costs; second,documentarystampsaffixedto
the Certificate; third, plaintiffs attorneys' fees; fourth, the total sum due to the plaintiff, less the
items paid, plus interest at the rate prescribed in paragraph 2 from this date to the date of the sale.
During the sixty (60) days after the Clerk issues the certificateof disbursements, the Clerk shallhold
the surplus pending further Order of this Court.
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9. Upon filing of the Certificate of Title, defendant and all persons claiming under or against
defendant since the filing of the Notice of Lis Pendens shall be foreclosed of all estateor claimin the
property and the purchaser at sale shall be let into possession of the property.

10. The Court finds, based upon the affidavits presented and upon inquiry of counsel for the
plaintiff, that hours were reasonably expended by plaintiffs counsel and that an hourly
rate of $ is appropriate. PLAINTIFF'S COUNSEL REPRESENTS THAT THE
ATTORNEY FEE AWARDED DOES NOT EXCEED ITS CONTRACT FEE WITH THE
PLAINTIFF. The Court finds that there are no reduction or enhancement factors for consideration
by the Court pursuant to Florida Patient's Compensation Fund v. Rowe, 472 S.2d 1145(Fla. 1985).

11. NOTICE PURSUANT TO AMENDMENT TO SECTION 45.031, FLA. ST. (2006).
